NO SCREEN WEEK – Apr. 30 – May 4

Monday, April 30th will kick off our No Screen Week. We are asking our students, while they are home to try to stay away from "screens". Students will be asked to record their after school and evening activities (see attached Log Sheet).  If they did not include screen time in their day, their names will be entered for a draw.  Students who earn a ballot every night will be entered for a special week's end draw.

Given a pattern of extensive TV viewing, it is important to understand how TV affects learning. Children, especially young children, can and do learn a lot from TV programs. Some programs combine entertainment and education to help children learn to identify characters and shapes, sequence numbers and letters, learn the vocabulary and sounds of songs and foreign languages, and more. As a consequence, today's children enter kindergarten with much larger vocabularies than pre-TV generations.   And older children are able to recall sequential events and have developed enhanced skills in spatial relations from TV viewing. 

However, children typically learn far less from TV than they do from a comparable amount of time spent reading. They also are likely to experience more difficulty with TV as compared to reading in identifying the major ideas of a story or themes of a feature topic. This may be because their level of intellectual involvement in TV programs is generally quite low or because they perceive TV as a relaxing activity rather than a thinking one. (www.ed.gov).

Of great importance is our role in encouraging our children to be physically active. We are hoping that this week serves as a catalyst for getting our children out, about and active.

A MESSAGE FROM PUBLIC HEALTH

Lyme Disease and the Blacklegged Tick

Blacklegged ticks (the only kind that can carry Lyme disease) have become established in 3 areas of the Province:

· Lunenburg County: Blue Rocks, Hickman’s Island, Stone Hurst, Brown Hill (region behind Garden Lots Cemetery).  Areas surrounding the Town of Lunenburg.

· Queens County: Mersey Point/Moose Harbour area near Liverpool.

· Halifax County: Admiral’s Cove Park in Bedford.

How can Lyme disease be prevented?

Avoid tick bites by:

· Keeping the grass cut around your home.

· Using insect repellant containing DEET according to manufactures instruction.

· Wearing light colored clothing so you can see ticks more easily.

· When walking, working, or playing in areas where deer ticks are found, cover as much of your skin as possible by tucking your shirt into your pants, and tucking your pant legs into your socks.

· Don’t lie in the grass in areas where deer ticks are found.

· Check yourself, your children and your pets often for ticks.
