Reading Recovery is a one to one teaching that occurs for some students in Grade One. We would like to congratulate Ms. Conrad on her 100% discontinuing rate as she finished serving two of our students.

This week is Teacher Appreciation Week. I would like to thank our staff for all the extras that they do which helps make our school such a positive place to work and learn. Thank you to our parents who help support us and make our jobs even better. We are very fortunate to have such delightful students who are eager to please and even more eager to learn.

Students had the opportunity to catch teachers doing good things by filling out “ Gotchas”. 

Canada's flag turned 42 years old on Thursday, Feb. 15th. National Flag Day was celebrated in a number of our classrooms in a number of different ways.

February is Black History Month. I recently read the book “ The Drinking Gourd” at one of our assemblies. We have purchased additional books for the library and the Department of Education also sent us books on a variety of topics related to Black History.

The Grade 4 students have been assigned projects and are going to be producing a play called “ I 'm Gonna Let it Shine”. 

Mr. Oickle is integrating technology with gym class. He is using “ Dance, Dance Revolution”, an Xbox game that asks players to engage in dance moves. The students are enjoying the activity so much they do not realize that the true benefit is the work out they are receiving.

On Feb. 6th Stephen Jamieson, Literacy Coordinator, conducted an after school professional development activity on Running Records. Running Records is a technique used by teachers to track a student's reading progress. A teacher records the errors that a child has and then analyzes these errors to determine what strategies a child has under control and what strategies need improvement. It is important that a child read “just right books” or instructional text daily. This will allow for the greatest chance of reading improvement. Mr. Jamieson also updated our staff on the SELL initiative. SELL stands for Supporting Early Literacy Learning. All students will have running records carried out twice a year if they are in Grade Primary to Grade 3. The data will be collected on each class and entered into the computer. We will then learn how our school as a whole is performing. This will allow us to target areas of improvement too.
