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PROJECT LOVE at Lunenburg Academy

In some parts of the world, educational materials such as books, paper, pencils, rulers and erasers are scarce and expensive.  Supplies we use every day in Canada can be difficult to obtain by people who live in remote villages or impoverished areas of Africa, for example.  CODE's Project Love is a great opportunity for Canadians to act as global citizens by sending much-needed educational materials to students and teachers in developing countries.  The program talks to young people about international development in terms they can understand and it gives them a hands-on activity to help their global neighbors their own age.
When students returned to the Academy in the first week of January they decorated empty milk cartons for Project Love. Miranda with Suzanne and Diane had washed out and dried milk cartons from the fall so that each child in the Academy could participate in this worthwhile effort.  Children were asked to help a neighbour or around their own home to earn “change” to put in their cartons.
The results have been dramatic!  We have teams of students counting and rolling pennies and other coins at recess and at noon hour, on their free time. We are at $890.43 and still counting!  Thank you to our families and community members who have helped in any way.
