NOTEBOOK

During our 90 minutes together, the students, ours included, were put in groups. First they played a "getting to know you game", then they played a game all about Quebec. Our students performed a number from our Spring Musical and our guests sang us a song en francais. 

Later the students enjoyed a Scavenger Hunt and a frozen fruit treat. The students brought a gift for each one of our students. They also gave us books about Quebec for our library. Both groups agreed that the afternoon was a positive learning experience.

Our Cross Country Team has been making tracks!! Whether students cross the line first or last, we are very proud of each individual and their progress. Keep it up team!! Thank you to Ms. King, Mr. Oickle and parents for making it all happen.

Our school had a very special visitor when Linda Evans from Edmonton, Alberta spent the afternoon at our school. Linda is a burn victim. When she was 30 years old, her son was playing with a pack of matches that a friend had left in Linda's house. Adam dropped the match when the fire reached his fingers. The match landed on some papers and her apartment caught on fire. Linda rescued her son - but was badly burned in the process.  Firefighters estimate that Linda spent 30 seconds in the fire. She spent 8 months in the hospital. Linda read the children a story. She rehearsed safety rules and showed us some of the equipment that made her better - splints, bandages etc. Linda answered many, many questions. Of great importance was Linda's message to remember people inside - their feelings - and to treat people as you want to be treated.

Our Primary to Grade 3 teachers are gathering assessment information on all their students for the SELL program. SELL stands for Supporting Elementary Literacy Learning and involves completing a Running Record, reading and writing words, phonemic awareness and sentence dictation.  Data will be sent to Central Office and compiled. We will use the results to make changes and improvements to our Language Arts program.

Our Grade 3 students will be participating in a Math Literacy Assessment June 5 to 7th during the morning.

Mrs. Glen is working with a group of 10 students who enjoy writing stories. Ms. Glen will help provide the students with ideas and strategies to help them grow as authors.

Thank you for returning the Accreditation surveys.   Teachers, support staff and students from Gr.3-5 have completed surveys, which will be sent to the Dept. of Education for processing.

South Shore Regional School Board denied six applications for student transfers to Lunenburg Academy for the 2007-08 school year.   The policy states that students must live in the Town of Lunenburg to attend Lunenburg Academy.   Prior transfers are grandfathered, so students who have
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already received written board approval may remain.

From Public Health:
Enjoy the Sun Safely

Summer is almost here.  We all love to be outdoors after a long, cold winter; but before your kids hit the beach, parks or even your own backyard – remember too much sun can cause irreversible damage to their skin.

Here are some tips for protecting your children in the sun.

· Protect children from the sun, particularly between 11am to 4pm, when rays are strongest.

· Outdoor play areas should have a shaded spot.  Trees or a large umbrella work well.

· Children should wear sun hats or visors and loose cotton T-shirts to protect their skin from the sun’s rays

· Apply a sun block cream with an SPF (sun protection factor) of at least 15 or higher on all areas of your child’s skin that will be exposed to the sun; don’t forget nose, ears, cheeks and tops of feet.

· Use a waterproof sunscreen if playing in or near water and reapply often.

· Encourage them to drink plenty of liquids to replace body fluids lost due to the heat.

· Wearing sunglasses with UV protecting lenses will protect eyes as well.
