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Our Grade 4 and 5 students travelled to Acadia University on Friday, May 11th. During their time there students participated in a number of activities. Sponsored by Milk Energy – the idea of the program is to expose students to new activities and to increase their level of physical fitness.

Our entire student body participated in two school events. The first one was a French Concert led by musician and educator Yves Rossignol.  The second was a workshop led by Karen from the Discovery Centre. Karen conducted a variety of experiments with student assistance. Children learned about the rock cycle, the circulatory system, sound and speed.  Karen also visited the Grade 4 and 5 classes for further demonstrations.

Our Grade 5 students will have the opportunity to take Intensive French in their Grade 6 year.

70 % of First Term instruction is in French, this amount is reduced during second term. Students and parents learned more about the program during a meeting with a member of the  Department of Education.

Margie King, Rita Glen, Alex Oickle, Gail Morris and Paula Baker attended an evening of Professional Development. The topic discussed was spellings, which was led by Lynn Healy, a professor at Acadia University. We learned that learning to spell is developmental. One of the best ways to learn to spell is to read a lot.

Rita Glen (on her day off), Roberta MacDonald and Alex Oickle attended an anti-bullying conference.   Mr. Oickle presented at the conference.   All three left with valuable ideas and information.

Mr. Oickle spent a day learning about Assistive Technology programs for children. Besides software programs, other devices such as adaptive keyboards, can make technology learning more accessible to all our students. The Assistive Technology Center is located at Lunenburg High School. We are frequent “ borrowers” of their lending library – which includes such items as books on CD.

One of our Program Support Assistants, Diane Tanner was recently trained in the STAR program. This program provides us with instructional ideas for children with Autism.

We are in the hiring season for the next school year. Then there are some part-time positions – music, Grade 3/4Job Share, Reading Recovery and Literacy Technology Mentor.
