On Thursday evening, June 26 at 7:30, the Mahone Bay Centre is hosting a presentation on Timebanks by Nancy Radcliffe of the provincial Department of Seniors.  The Centre is in the process of developing a number of programs for seniors in the Mahone Bay area, and we are looking at the Timebanks concept in connection with helping seniors in their own homes with occasional household chores which can no longer be done easily or safely.

The TimeBanks concept is simple: For every hour you spend doing something for someone or some volunteer organization, you earn a Time Dollar, which you can spend by having someone do something for you.  Many elderly people who find some household chores too heavy or dangerous, are still volunteering their skills and capabilities to local churches, social organizations, and friends and neighbours. Many could help younger people with craft skills like knitting, rug hooking, and quilting. TimeBanking provides a system for others in the community to "pay back" these contributions with services the elderly could use. Please join us to learn more, see inspiring videos of TimeBanks in action in other communities (more than 200 TimeBanks in 20 countries), and explore its possible application in our area.
