Along with workshops, the winning students from all over our 
board presented their projects to judges, and to the public.

Lunenburg Academy once again was the hosts of a group of visitors. This time our company consisted of 44, 15 – 17 year olds from all over Alberta. Twelve chaperones accompanied the students, who were all members of SADD – Students against Drunk Driving.

staying about 45 minutes, they actually ended up being here 2 hours.  The group ate their lunch on the picnic tables and then played a game of soccer 
before they descended the hill to the Fisheries Museum. 
Our students and their students had a wonderful time together. Treat bags were left for all our students as well as a donation of books for our library. 

Having guests gives us the chance to celebrate our uniqueness.  It also allows our students to reflect on how lucky they are to live and learn in Lunenburg.

I do like spending time in the classrooms with our students.  The primaries, Grade3/4 and 4/5 students had guest speakers from the Sierra Club. They learned all about the wonders of nature.  It was a hands-on learning experience with shells, bones etc.

Our Grade 1 class was seated in a circle on the carpet.  Each student had been given a card.  Ms. Conrad read her card which went something like this “My number equals two tens and 4 ones. We had a wonderful Primary Orientation and Primary screening sessions.  I did notice something about our soon to be primaries – they do not like to colour. Get ready Mrs. MacDonald – they are on their way!!
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We were sad when we heard the news that Ms. King had submitted her notice of retirement. Margie is a dedicated professional who is determined to make a difference with each child that she teaches. Margie has been an inspiration to me and to other staff. She has lots of creative energy and ideas. Her knowledge of children and how they learn is astounding.  Although Margie will be off to “do her own thing” next year, her presence will be felt in these walls and within her students for many, may years to come.
We have received word from SSRSB that confirms our staffing allocation for the 2008-2009 school year.   We will have 5 classroom teachers, 20–30%
for music, gym, French, Reading Recovery.  New next year will be a 20% allocation for Guidance and an increase in Program Support from 50% to 62%. We will once again have 10% for Literacy/Tech and Math Mentor support.   It is a bit premature to discuss teaching assignments until teacher transfers, and other possible job changes occur.  Stay tuned.
