School Review Update -- Lunenburg

As part of the School Review Process, the South Shore Regional School Board (SSRSB) held public meetings in July to gather input and responses from members of the public to the Impact Assessment Reports and the School Study Committee responses.  This letter will provide parents, staff and others in the community with an update on the review process since then.
Following the public meetings, the SSRSB voted to permanently close Centre Consolidated, Lunenburg Academy and Lunenburg Junior-Senior High School at a future date yet to be determined, and send the community's Grade 10 to 12 students to Park View Education Centre, while leaving Riverport and District Elementary School under formal review.  The Board also voted to request the construction of a new Primary – Grade 9 school in the Town of Lunenburg.  The plan was supported by the two school advisory councils and Lunenburg's town council.  

The Board submitted its 2008 School Capital Construction Requests on July 24, 2008, to the Department of Education and on September 3rd, the province’s School Capital Construction Committee consulted with the Board and staff on the submission and visited the sites in preparation of its report and recommendations for new school construction and additions/alterations projects for the Minister’s consideration.
On October 23rd, Deputy Minister Dennis Cochrane also toured certain schools and later met with Board.  He told the Board that the report and recommendations will be made in a presentation to Cabinet early in the New Year.  
Following the meeting Mr. Cochrane gave an interview to Stacey Colwell of southshorenow.ca.
  Mr. Cochrane said that he had followed the community debate surrounding the issue and believes the board ultimately made a wise decision.
 "… We want our high schools to have an exposure to course offerings as large as they can be, and sometimes you can offer courses with 500 high school students you can't offer in a high school of 90 … there's a pedagogical debate and a financial debate and it appears to me the board has reached a balance between the two,” said Mr. Cochrane.

The construction of a new P-9 school in the Town of Lunenburg will help ensure access to quality education in a modern, safe facility.

Addressing the question of timing, Mr. Cochrane said: "If we announce a new list in 2009, it would be reasonable that we'd be finishing building [some of those] schools in 2016/2017."
